No emailed images will be 
accepted. (See photo specifications below) 

- Dimensions, description, medium, and price of work submitted. 
- Artist’s brief biography and photo of Artist in JPEG format.

Your images CD should be 
included with your Application form and check or money order (unless you opt for new 
photographs to be taken).
